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Writing System of The Japanese Language

There are 3 components in the writing system of the Japanese Language: -

1. Kanji (ZF):

» Originally Chinese words are generally written only in Kanji.
o Most Kanji have at least two readings.

2. Hiragana (206 2°%2):

e These are syllabic symbols, which were derived from Kanji by simplifying them.
o Originally Japanese words are written either in Hiragana or Kanji, or in mixture of
the two.

3. Katakana (%25 % 7):

e These syllabic symbols were derived from Kanji by using one side of a character.
o Katakana is used for the following:

Words of foreign origin other than Chinese.
Foreign names and other proper nouns.
Names of originally foreign plants and animals.
Onomatopoeia (and sometimes mimesis)
Telegrams.

Written Japanese normally makes use of all three, as in the following example:
